Age 14 – 18:	 Compose a piece of music for a standard woodwind quartet: flute, oboe, 
clarinet and bassoon.  

It should be 4 minutes long and in any style. 

It should have a festival feel. 

How to submit:	 All entries must have a score attached and submitted in PDF format. 

Recordings must be submitted in MP3, M4a or Wav formats. 

Files containing you score and recording should be uploaded to a cloud 
service (eg.OneDrive/GoogleDrive/iCloud etc) and the link emailed to 
outreach@elgarfestival.org Please do not email original files 

Ensure that you clearly label your composition with your name and age and 
include a contact address and email.
